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In accordance with the Article 8, Paragraph 2 of the Law on Medical Protection of Animals (‘’Official Herald RS, No.37/91, 50/92, 33/93 and 52/93),

the Minister of Agriculture, Forestry and Water Management announces 

the ACT

on the terms and measures for humane catching and DESTROYING 

of stray cats and dogs
Article 1

The sanitary service in charge of catching and destroying of stray cats and dogs performs its work in such a way that catching, keeping and destroying of the animals are done in a humane way.  

Article 2

The facility for destroying stray cats and dogs must be located outside the urban area. 
The area around the facility from paragraph 1 of this Article, must be surrounded by a fence of appropriate height thus preventing the animals from passing through and providing a place for cleaning, washing and disinfection of the vehicles and of the sewerage pipeline system. The access roads to the facility and all the roads within the facility area must be made of solid material and easy to clean, wash and disinfect.
Article 3

In order to provide the terms for human catching and destroying of stray cats and dogs and for the work of sanitary services, the following has to be provided:
1) a place for collected cats and dogs

2) a place for catching equipment and devices, as well as for the equipment for disposal of dead animals

3) a place for equipment for humane killing of cats and dogs, for disinfection , desinsection and deratisation devices, as well as for the equipment for  desinsection and deratisation.

4) a place for humane killing of the animals in furnaces

5) a place for disposal and preservation of dead animals in cooling chambers

6) a sanitary system (WC, lavatory, shower cabin) and dressing rooms with sufficient number of dressing lockers for workers’ clothes and shoes.

There must be a closed dump yard within the faciliity yard.

Article 4

Floors and walls of the facility from Article 3 of this Act must be made of waterproof material, must have flat and smooth surfaces in light colour, easy to wash, clean and disinfect.

Article 5

Rooms for keeping of collected cats and dogs must have containers/boxes or cages for animals with system for cold/hot water and waste water exhaust. The rooms have to be regularly cleaned and disinfected, and heated during cold season.

Rooms for equipment for humane killing of cats and dogs and for dead animals disposal must have sufficient number of shelves.

Rooms for equipment for humane killing of cats and dogs, for disinfection , desinsection and deratisation devices, as well as for the equipment for disinfection, desinsection and deratisation must have sufficient number of shelves and glass cabinets.

Article 6

The sanitary service in charge of catching and destroying of stray cats and dogs which are found outside the owner’s house or yard, shall use modern working equipment and shall catch the animals with no torture.

The collected cats and dogs shall be kept in the place from Article 3, paragraph 1, point 1 for three days or longer in cases with special veterinary-sanitary reasons.

Article 7

The sanitary service shall immediately mark collected cats and dogs, put them in group containers/boxes or cages according to the place of their captivation, keep the record of date and place of their captivation and their medical state as well as of the final treatment of the collected animals.

Dogs collected outside their owner’s houses or yards but with an identification mark on the collar must be placed in separate box according to the place of their captivation. The sanitary service shall inform the owner within 3 days from the day of their captivation.

Article 8

Cats and dogs kept in the places from Article 3, paragraph 1, point 1 must be disinfected on the occasion of their reception and dismissal.

After the time period from Article 7, paragraph 2 of this Act, and if the owner of a cat or a dog does not take over the animal, they must be killed in a humane way, except for the cats and dogs which are to be given to research institutions.

The animals can be handed over only in case they are clinically healthy and vaccinated against rabies.

Article 9

Transport of collected cats and dogs, and transport of dead bodies must be performed by a specialized motor vehicle, as follows:
1) hermetically closed and proof, with no possibility for alive or dead animals to fall out

2) it is easy to wash, clean and disinfect
3) it is clearly marked

Article 10

This Act shall come into force eight days after it is published in the ‘’Official Herald RS’’.
