And can you please ask your colleagues to do the same here?

I hope that you will  be one of those parliamentarians who will recognize the importance of this proposal  and therefore sign this from the hart with complete enthusiasm.
Your signature is for us really so valuable and important – European civilian citizens who commit themselves voluntarily  for several hundreds of thousands of dogs and cats which are killed in appalling conditions – so please think about us and think about them.
